It was a year for seeking out distant horizons while cherishing
those we managed to attain.

Ovur strategic priorities from 2018 to 2020 were carried
over info 2021 as we navigated through more disruption
due to COVID-19. These priority areas were:

* Whanaungatanga (Kinship): Utilise Maori rugby to
connect and unify us as Maori and as a nafion

* Poutamatanga (Achievement): Elevate the mana and

mauri of Maori rugby inifiatives

* Taumatatanga (Excellence): Enhance the legacy of
New Zealand Maori rugby teams

* Rangatiratanga (leadership): Provide effective leadership
for Maori rugby

Whanaungatanga - Unify and connect

With the sfress and anxiety a pandemic can cause,

the wellbeing of our people through whanaungatanga
became a priority. More than 70 people aftended
Rangatira workshops in Rotorua and Christchurch

early in the year, providing our mainly volunteer

kaimahi the opportunity fo learn and connect. We
officially welcomed Kahu Carey on board the Maori
Rugby waka at New Zealand Rugby as Maori Rugby
Development Officer, to support Tiki Edwards (Maori
Rugby Development Manager) and the ‘kumara patch’
to deliver programmes such as the Rangatira workshops,
regional Rangatahi camps (with 150 mareikura and 150
whatukura in attendance) and the kaupapa of resilience
(a programme funded by Te Puni K&kiri) was part of the
E To Rangatahi development days held in eight provincial
regions across the nation.

When in-person workshops had to be cancelled, on-
line wananga were offered providing support for our
rangatahi who were missing the social and cultural
connections they usually made through Maori rugby. This
became all the more necessary when we tragically lost
Rangiora Reweti and Sean Wainui, two amazing young
leaders taken too soon. As part of the mourning process,

their whanau, and afterwards we explored what more we
could do to support our whatukura, mareikura, tane and
wahine in and through rugby. This became one of the key
pou for our strategic priorities moving forward.

We are also immensely thankful to all the people in Maori
Rugby who encouraged our whanau and communities to
look after themselves and their whanau through delivering
kai and care where needed, checking up on each other,
and engaging in vaccination drives.

Poutamatanga — Achievement

Our participation numbers for Maori bounced back

well from 2020 (25% of rugby participants were Maori)
and Maori provincial Boards worked together to host
local derby games while focusing on strengthening their
governance and provincial union relationships off the field.

Te Hiku o te lka managed some Maori rugby games with
Counties Manukau Maori u17s playing Rosehill College's
First XV af Massey Park in Papakura. In Te Waipounamu,
Waitaha Colts played Otakou Colts for the Matt
Moeahu Taonga in Otepoti (Waitaha won). In Te Tini

a Maui, the Manawatt Maori U18s played a game of
three halves in Whanganui against Taranaki Maori and
Whanganui M&ori U18 teams. Te Upoko o fe lka U18s
tane played in the Hurricanes Youth Council Tournament,
and also a game of three halves against the NZ Maori
Whatukura U 18 team, alongside Wellington Samoans
and Centurions.

Manawatt tane played Whanganui Mé&ori and
Manawatt Pacifica, while Te Upoko o Te Ika Senior Tane
team played Taranaki Maori and finished the season off
playing for the Sir Eruera Tihema Tirikatene Shield. This
taonga has been fiercely contested between the regions
for over 55 years, Te Upoko o Te lka Senior Tane narrowly
winning 27-21 against Waitaha Maori.

Another milestone worth a special mention, was the 100
year celebrations of the Ngati Porou East Coast Rugby
Union where 92% of players are Maori. It was a typical
"Hati" occasion, with many Maori Rugby Board and NZR
Board members involved in the festivities and fun on and

off the field.

In Maori rugby, the Maori All Blacks are the epitome

of taumatatanga, and they played (and won) two
internationals against Manu Samoa. The first was with

no crowds in Wellington and the second was their 125th
international, played at Mount Smart Stadium in Auckland.
It was an amazing evening celebrating all that Maori and
Pasifika bring to rugby, with the All Blacks vs Tonga game
also on the same night.

One of the proudest achievements this year was
assembling the inaugural NZ Maori U18 Nga Mareikura
girls team for their fixture against the Bay of Plenty

U18 Wasps girls team, which they won convincingly at
Rotorua Stadium. It was also heartening to see that this
tfeam was 'for wahine, by wahine’ with female coaches,
management and kaihautu staff leading the team. This

is a great inifiative leading info the Rugby World Cup
2021 (playing in 2022) that kicks off in Auckland and
Whangarei. We look forward to ramping up Maori
rugby programmes and initiatives across the motu that
celebrate women and girls in rugby in the build up to the
tournament. The Rugby World Cup will give us a chance to
demonstrate our people and culture to the world, and we
should take this opportunity to celebrate Maori in rugby
and mana wahine Maori as well.

Rangatiratanga - Leadership

We are fortunate to have Luke Crawford, Kaihautu Maori
for New Zealand Rugby (NZR], and Kaumatua for the
Maori All Blacks, to guide us through these challenging
fimes in a tituru Maori way. Luke has been a patient
sounding board for me as Chair, and his leadership in the
fikango, te reo and taonga space has been exceptional

in 2021, especially as he was recovering from major knee
surgery himself. His input into Project Future, the All Blacks
Experience, the introduction of the Bill Osborne Taonga for
the Heartland rugby competition, the Maori All Blacks and
Black Ferns 15s feam campaigns, and helping us through
the grieving process as a rugby system has been much
appreciated. Tiki Edwards, as Maori Rugby Development
Manager, continues fo be the backbone of our Maori
rugby programmes, and is now able to share the load a bit
more with Kahu Carey coming on board. We thank them
all for doing the mahi with NZR to give our Maori rugby
parficipants something to look forward fo in tough times.

I would like fo congratulate those whose achievements in
2021 were recognised at the ASB Rugby Awards, Maori
Sports Awards, World Rugby Awards, Halberg Awards, and
Queen's Birthday Honours List. In particular Sarah Hirini {nee
Goss) had an exceptional year as captain of the Black Ferns
Sevens team that won gold at the Tokyo Olympics — we

are all so proud of her and the team. We are also pleased
to see Sir Wayne ‘Buck’ Shelford being recognised for
demonstrating rangatiratanga on and off the field as a
proud Maori man and being inducted into the Maori Sports
Hall of Fame, much deserved for this totara championing
hauoratanga for our tane in particular. It is uplifting o see
mana wahine and mana tane being represented on the
world stage and acknowledged.

The Maori Rugby Board have been closely involved

in Project Future and in April supported the Silver Lake
proposal to invest in New Zealand Rugby at the NZR
AGM. The proposal has been through many iterations
since then, with negotiations continuing throughout 2021.
We commissioned an independent review, hosted on-line
wananga with interested parties, made statements in the
media, had conversations in person with those invested in
fikango, fe reo, and taonga in rugby, answered queries
and most importantly, listened. In particular, | want to thank
Luke Crawford who took many road trips to connect with
key individuals and their whanau, Deputy Chair Doug Jones
as our SteerCo representative, and Merewaakana Kingji,
Chair of our Commercial Committee for connecting us to
Mr Martin Enright (legal consultant) who conducted the
independent review. This has been a long and complex
process which, at the time of writing this report, is still
ongoing. We reassure all our stakeholders that the Maori
Rugby Board take our role as kaitiaki seriously and will
continue to remain diligent with regards to this kaupapa.

COMMENTARY TO SUPPORT
THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

The financial statements reflect New zealand Rugby'’s accounting of income and expenditure applied to the NZ Maori Rugby Board (NZMRB) and the
Regional Maori Rugby Boards. Other activities related to Maori Rugby are undertaken by NZR and reflected in its annual accounts.

These include:
